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From the Nurse: GGD Visit 

GGD (department of public health) nurses will be visiting ISC on May 8 and 9 for vaccinations. If 

your child is due for vaccinations, a letter will be sent home with your child this week. You will 

need to fill out the consent form, sign it, include your child's ORIGINAL immunization card and 

return it to Camille in the main office before May 8. If you do not wish your child to be immu-

nized, you still need to fill out the form and provide a copy of proof that your child has already 

been immunized, or your reason for choosing to not immunize so that GGD can update their sys-

tem. You will get the original immunization card back (updated) on May 8 or 9 after your child 

received their vaccine. If you did not receive a letter and you feel your child needs to be immunized, you may contact 

GGD directly to make arrangements prior to May 8 as they only bring enough vaccines as required.
