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ISC staff and students recently conducted safety drills on campus to help ensure our community is prepared in the event
of a true emergency during the school day. Last Thursday we practiced our lock down procedures, which would be used
in case of an immediate threat on campus. Yesterday we practiced an evacuation, which would be implemented in the
case of a fire or any other event that would make it unsafe to stay on campus. We have different evacuation locations
depending on the situation, but typically students and staff convene on the soccer field of the high school campus.

The school has developed a comprehensive crisis handbook that is reviewed and updated regularly as needed. Each

classroom and office has a copy which is kept in a identifiable bag and carried by teachers and staff at the time of an
evacuation. The drills completed reflect policies outlined in the handbook. Practicing the drills in a safe and orderly
fashion helps us be as ready as we can be if/when an emergency arises.

The first two drills were made known to the students and staff in advance to help them practice the routines. Later in the
year the Director will sound the alarms without notice in order to simulate a real event and assess the process to deter-
mine where deficiencies may be and where improvements can be made.

For the third time from the start of last school
year, and when they were first purchased, we have
re-filled the highly used and popular beanbags.
Students regularly use the area to read, work on
their iPads or computers, or simply take a few
minutes to sit down and relax.
